Review SSC Bylaws.
The updated 2011 Bylaws were distributed to members.  Donna reviewed the differences between SSC and SGT.  She stated that SSC reviews data, sets goals based on the data, writes the SPSA (Single Plan for Student Achievement), and monitors student achievement throughout the year.  They also have the decision-making authority for expenditures of categorical funds. We also discussed how meetings are run, and how agenda items are put on the agenda.  This year, besides posting the agenda in the office and emailing it to staff, the agenda will be sent to Fran Shimp three days prior to the meeting for posting to our LJES website.  The principal and Co-chairs will meet to finalize the agenda before it is sent to Fran for posting.

Review Data and SPSA and Expenditures.
Donna shared the CST percent proficient trend analysis report which shows years 

2008-2009 through 2010-2011 along with graphs.  She stated that our goal this year in ELA will continue to be Writing Workshop.  Teachers are working in grade levels on lesson studies.  Nancy Rice shared how first grade just completed writing a lesson together, presenting it to a class of students, debriefing and making some changes, followed by presenting the lesson again with those changes.  

Donna stated that our percentage goal for next year will be set at 95% proficient or advanced for English Language Arts (82% for English learners) and 99% for Math (92% for English learners).  Nancy Rice moved to approve these goals.  It was seconded by Adrianna Palomino-Scott and all voted approval.  
The only categorical funds we have are $22,172, which are all being used to fund a
Learning Center teacher.  We currently have five support teachers in place and one

Learning center teacher, with one more to hire. 
Fran Shimp moved to approve leaving the categorical funds as is.  Kristina Quartuccio

seconded and all approved.
