ber of students present to the same month the pre-
vious year. We have decreased in the percentage of

students attending school every month this year.

We know that this is not largely
due to illness. The HINI flu had a
minimal effect on attendance at the
end of the fall. The number of students
who missed school on Mondays and
Fridays was significantly greater (30%
higher) than those absent on Tuesday
— Thursday. Though parents are call-
ing students in sick (a concern in and
of itself), the students are excited the
Thursday before their long weekends
and tell us otherwise.

Parents may not realize the impact
absences have on their children and
the rest of the class. “When students
miss class, they are at a disadvantage.
Lessons often build on prior work,
and students who were absent feel lost

until they receive additional instruction,” stated
Johanna Weber, fifth grade teacher and School Site
Council Co-chair. Teachers then need to spend
valuable whole class time catching up the student
who was absent and taking away time from the stu-
dents who are there. Though we often send home-
work home, it is not the same as being in class. Stu-
dents miss valuable read alouds, discussions, and
hands on activities. By design, we have the kind of
instruction at our school that can not be made up
by sending a packet home.

We implore you to look at the school calendar
available on our web site and the district’s web site
and to plan vacations and long weekends on actual
school holidays. In this way, your child and the rest
of the class is not missing out on instructional time
and the district does not lose all important fund-
ing.

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Will Your Child Use - Or lose - Skills Over Summer?

‘We know children benefit from continued rein-
forcement of their skills over the summer, but they
also feel emotionally more confident coming into
the new grade if they know their skills remain strong.
This year, you will have the added information of a re-
port on the Essential Skills of the grade level that will
be sent home with your child’s report card. Please
work on any of the areas your child has not mastered

over the summer.

Research spanning 100 years shows that
student scores on standardized tests drop
significantly between the beginning of sum-
mer and the end of summer (White, 1906;
Heyns, 1978; Entwisle & Alexander 1992;
Cooper, 1996; Downey et al, 2004,).

How do you set the stage for successful work this
summer? Here are some simple steps to guide you in
this task:

« Ensure that your child understands the reasons
that he/she must continue doing school work over
the summer. Explain that adults work throughout the

year, taking only short vacation breaks from time to
time. Children need to continue to practice with all
of the important concepts they have learned this year
and any “essential skills” not already mastered.

« Set up a schedule with your child of when he/
she will work (around camp times, lessons, play
dates) and what types of learning activities he/she
will perform each day. This will give her/him some
ownership and responsibility toward the tasks. It will
also alleviate some of the "power struggle" involved
when a decision comes from parents alone.

« Encourage reading activities over the summer.
Many of us enjoy extra reading time on beaches,
parks, or while on vacation. Make consistent (weekly,
biweekly) trips to the library or bookstore to diver-

or create your own. I always ask children to com-

week of school. They earn a small gift (bookmark,
pencil) and an ice cream certificate. The public li-
brary also offers a summer incentive reading pro-
gram. Your child can bring me his/her librarylog and
it counts for my program.

«Throw in some writing activities. It is fun to keep
a journal of summer activities. Children can write
about visits from friends and/or family, camps, class-
es, special trips or just things they do each day.

« Ensure that there is a mixture of activities. While
daily reading is essential, working on math facts and
problem-solving activities are also important.

« If you purchased a “Summer Connections”
workbook, make sure your child does a page of read-
ing/language arts and mathematics each day.

«Utilize the computer programs made available
to you over the course of the year: Raz kids for read-
ing, IXL for math and LJES links for reinforcement
literacy and math games. Some require passwords, so
make sure you have those before the year ends.

*If your child has been receiving speech and lan-
guage services or occupational therapy services, find
time to practice the skills the child has learned in the
year so that they will be maintained.

We hope you will continue to read to your child,
have your child read to you, share reading, but
READ! READ! READ! over the summer.
